THE COMING WAR

If you follow the world events that 
are happening today, you will see the 
Bible unfolding before your eyes. It is 
of no surprise that the prophesies of 
Isaiah, Ezekiel, Daniel, Zechariah, 
Jesus, and John are all coming true. It 
seems that the pace by which these 
prophesies become history is 
speeding up. Ezekiel 38 shows a 
coming war against Israel. The 
nations that will align against them 
are Rosh (Russia), Persia (Iran), 
Ethiopia, Libya, and possibly other 
nations. It seems that for all of history, 
Russia and Iran were against each 
other and the prophesy didn’t seem 
possible. Yet, since the fall of the 
Soviet Union, relations between the 
two countries have flourished. 
Specifically, the military in Iran has 
been boosted and helped by many 
Russian built tanks, planes, and 
weaponry. We see this alliance slowly 
forming. Yet, Ezekiel shows that one 
day they will come in droves and try 
to invade Israel. Iran used to fight 
Israel with proxy groups, but now 
they make direct attacks. Russia is 
similar. It has also attacked through 
its proxy Iran. So, my warning to 
everyone is pay attention. When you 
see the armies of Russia, Iran, and 
other northern African nations 
assemble to invade or attack Israel 
pay close attention. If there is a 
destructive earthquake that begins 
and slows these armies, please pay 
attention (Ezekiel 38). I would also 
say to the Christian – LOOK UP!
